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UPDATE 

A 100-year mission to save lives is compromised. COVID-19 could reduce our funding of
cancer research by 50% in 2020 if the current trends continue. 
If current revenue trends continue, we could be forced to cut our research grant funding
by 50%.

This could be painful because the American Cancer Society is one of the largest non-
profit funders of cancer research in the world, and cancer patients cannot afford
anything less than research work moving full speed ahead.
In 2018, ACS invested $147 million in cancer research and $269 million in patient
support while also working to improve cancer prevention and early detection.

Because of the pandemic, our Hope Lodge facilities have been temporarily closed to
cancer patients. However, we did offer those facilities to healthcare partners to provide
lodging for healthcare workers.
